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Abstract:  This report is the Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) for the
Chippewa-Eau Claire Metropolitan Planning Organization.

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l. INTRODUCTION

This report presents the Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) for the Chippewa-
Eau Claire Metropolitan Planning Area (refer to Map A). The TIP consolidates, in one
report, a listing of all programmed highway, transit, bicycle/pedestrian, and other
transportation projects which may be implemented with federal funds, those that are of
regional significance, and represent identified priority needs over a five-year period.

Flexibility of SAFETEA-LU Funding

Flexibility has been maintained in the Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient
Transportation Equity Act: A Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-LU) funding categories to
ensure that the long-range multi-modal transportation goals of the new legislation are
fully considered. It is the intent of this TIP to facilitate the continued flexibility of
SAFETEA-LU and to clarify planning procedures to the extent possible. The following
statements are directed toward this end.

The MPO and WisDOT agree that the first year of the TIP constitutes an “agreed to”
list of projects for project selection purposes and no further project selection action is
required for WisDOT or the transit operator to proceed with federal fund
commitment.

If WisDOT or the transit operator(s) wish to proceed with a project(s) not in the first
year of the TIP, the MPO agrees that projects from the second, third or fourth year of
the TIP can be advanced to proceed with federal fund commitment without the MPO
being further involved in this project selection.

Concerning the federal funding sources the MPO has identified for individual
projects in its TIP, it is agreed that WisDOT can unilaterally interchange the various
FHWA funding program sources without necessitating a STIP or TIP amendment,
except that WisDOT must seek MPO staff approval for use of allocation STP-Urban
funds.

1. CHIPPEWA-EAU CLAIRE METROPOLITAN PLANNING ORGANIZATION

The Chippewa-Eau Claire Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) has the
responsibility for carrying out a multi-modal transportation planning and programming
process of which the TIP is part. Both the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) and
the Federal Transit Administration (FTA) require that all federally funded transportation
projects be included in the TIP to receive federal aid. While the MPO, in cooperation
with WisDOT and local units of government, is responsible for prioritizing surface
transportation projects within the urbanized area, additional federal-aid transportation
projects within the metropolitan planning area (such as STP-rural projects) are also
included for information purposes and intended to comply with the SAFETEA-LU
metropolitan planning requirements.



[l. TIP DEVELOPMENT

MPO Action Required

All local units of government within the Eau Claire Urbanized Area were requested to
submit a list of federally assisted transportation projects that are proposed over the
2010-2014 time period in their jurisdiction. The Wisconsin Department of
Transportation (WisDOT) received a similar request. Priorities are established by local
governmental units and the state in their submittal to the MPO. The MPO reviewed the
submitted projects based on compliance with transportation plan recommendations and
availability of federal and state transportation funds. The final TIP is reviewed and
endorsed by the MPO. The TIP is then submitted to WisDOT for approval on behalf of
the Governor and then submitted by WisDOT to FHWA and FTA for their acceptance.

Public Participation Process

A continued goal of SAFETEA-LU is to provide public awareness of and involvement in
the transportation planning and programming process. The MPO continues to maintain
an extensive public participation process as an integral component of its planning and
programming activities. The following actions, contained in the MPQO'’s public
Involvement Plan, summarize the MPQO'’s efforts in addressing the public participation
process.

The MPO maintains a Technical Advisory Committee comprised of Federal,
WisDOT, and municipal representatives for highways and transit, and private sector
transit representatives.

A mailing list of local private transit operators is maintained and used for direct
notification and solicitation of input for the development of TIPs, work programs, and
special studies requiring their expertise.

Special study committees are formed when needed (such as a bicycle facilities study
committee), and are comprised of citizen and TAC members, as well as other
necessary expertise.

All meetings (MPO, TAC, Special Study) are advertised through the local media.

Public information meetings are held in conjunction with planning studies in
progress, or when requested.

Public notices are employed to inform the general public of the availability of all draft
and final TIPs, work programs, and planning studies for review and comment. Also
to offer the opportunity to request a public hearing prior to final action by the MPO
Policy Committee.

Refer to Appendix 2 for public participation documentation.

The MPO also maintains a web site at http://www.wcwrpc.org for public information
and contact purposes.
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In addition to these specific actions by the MPO, all TIP projects submitted by local
municipalities, as well as MPO work program activities submitted for local municipal
review, are subject to the public participation process mandated through the open
meeting laws and legal notices required for all formal action by local units of
government. The Wisconsin Department of Transportation also relies on the public
involvement process conducted by the MPO for the development of the State TIP to
satisfy the Federal Transit Administration program and planning requirements, as
established for the Section 5307/5309 programs.

IV. TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT PROJECTS

Project Implementation Status

The implementation status for those projects identified for 2009 in the previous 2009-
2013 TIP is described in Table 1. Only those projects for which funds have not been
expended are addressed. The annual listing of obligated projects can be found at
www.WCWRPC.org.

Table 2 presents the estimated federal funding requests, inflated to estimate project
year dollars, and federal funding availability for the federal-aid eligible transportation
projects identified in the 2010-2014 TIP. In addition, local project needs are identified
through each municipality’s multi-year capital improvements program and local funds
are committed during the development of annual municipal budgets. The projects
identified in Table 3 represent the fundable projects from current and proposed federal,
state, and local sources. The projects identified in the 2010-2014 TIP are financially
constrained to the available funding sources noted.



2010-2014 TIP Projects

The 2010-2014 TIP projects are listed in Table 3. The table includes a project sponsor,
work description, funding source and share, total cost estimated construction year
dollars, and the applicable federal aid program. Table 3 is preceded by a reference
guide to the assigned federally funded programs on page 8.

Allocation of Transit Funds

The local distribution of FTA Section 5307 operating assistance funds between Eau
Claire Transit and Chippewa Falls Shared-Ride Taxi follows the state’s allocation
formula established under TRANS 8 legislation.

The MPO adopted this method of distribution based on the formula that WisDOT
implemented for the distribution of Section 5307 operating assistance funds for
urbanized areas with populations under 200,000. The allocation formula presented
under TRANS 8 legislation distributes Section 5307 operating assistance funds to
eligible transit systems on a flat percentage basis determined by comparing statewide
Section 5307 operating assistance needs to FTA Section 5307 funding levels. The
degree to which the funding levels are able to address needs determines the percent of
funds distributed to eligible transit systems. This statewide distribution formula has
been accepted by the MPO and incorporated into the budgeting processes of both the
Eau Claire and Chippewa Falls transit systems.

2010-2014 Transit Capital Projects

The programmed and anticipated expenditures for transit in the Eau Claire Urbanized
Area for 2010 through 2014 are shown in Table 3 (page 9). Both operating and capital
expenditures are listed, though capital expenditures are listed as “illustrative projects”
until funds are approved by FTA. There will be three applicants for federal transit aid:
(1) Eau Claire Transit System; (2) Chippewa Falls Shared-Ride Taxi System; and (3)
Center for Independent Living of Western Wisconsin. The Chippewa County
Department of Human Services has been a frequent recipient of 5310 funds for
replacement paratransit vehicles, in the past. With the recent transition to the Aging
and Disability Resource Center, the County will no longer directly provide the service.
Instead, it will be provided by a private contractor in the future.

The Eau Claire Transit System will be requesting operating funds from the Section 5307
program and capital acquisition funds from the Section 5309 program. Eau Claire
Transit will require approximately $30 million in total operating funds between 2010 and
2014. Eau Claire Transit is also anticipating expenditures of $4.0 million in 2011 to
build a new transfer station. In addition, ECT will expend $2 million for replacement
buses in 2010, $300,000 in 2012 for a trolley bus, over $1.35 million for the purchase of
paratransit vehicles in 2013, and $3 million for eight replacement vehicles in 2014. The
receipt of funding through the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) in
2009, allowed for the purchase of a service vehicle, completion of the surveillance
system replacement, and the purchase of several replacement buses.

The Chippewa Falls Shared-Ride Taxi System was successful in garnering some
funding through the ARRA initiative which funded the replacement of four vehicles.
Over the next five years, the program expects to continue replacing vehicles at a steady
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pace, requiring about $60,000 per year. The purchase of these vehicles will improve
transit services for the mobility impaired, as well as the general public. Approximately
$2.4 million will be needed to operate the system from 2010 through 2014.

The Center for Independent Living of Western Wisconsin is applying for continued
funding through Section 5317 (New Freedom). Funding requested includes operating
funds ($70,727-federal, $70,727 local) to continue the voucher transportation program
and associated personnel costs, and $45,698 (80% of $57,122 total project cost) for
capital, including materials related to mobility manager activities.

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Prioritization of STP Highway Funding

The federal government apportions Urban Surface Transportation Program (STP-
Urban) funds on an annual basis to the states based on population within all of the
census-designated urban/urbanized areas in the state. The state, in turn, distributes its
allotment in advance of the fiscal year to the various areas. The state distributes an
urbanized area’s entitlement of Urban STP funds based on each municipality’s
proportionate share of the total STP urban system mileage (see Table 4). The Eau
Claire Urbanized Area estimated entitlement for 2014-2015 is $1,131,186. STP-Urban
funds can be used for capital mass transit investments and for capital highway
investments on routes within the designated urbanized area that are functionally
classified as collectors or arterials.

The MPO has adopted a methodology for evaluating and prioritizing STP-Urban
projects. In the MPQO’s system, the cost of a project is deducted from the municipality’s
STP balance from previous years and then divided by the proportionate annual
allocation. This factors in past fund usage and the ability to repay the fund in future
years. This is intended as the first step in the prioritization process. After the projects
are ordered in this way, the TAC convenes and reviews the projects. The interaction of
TAC members includes discussion of urban areas needs, and is based on such topics
as safety, current conditions, land uses served, traffic volumes, cooperation on joint
projects, and appropriateness of the project for federal funds. This method has been
proven suitable for the urbanized area, exhibiting a high level of cooperation and
coordination, and for the small number of projects typically submitted for the relatively
small STP-Urban allocation. This method has also proven to distribute funds equitably
and to the benefit of the urbanized area as a whole. The results of this process are
shown in Table 4 for submitted projects for 2014-2015. Because WisDOT programs all
STP-Urban highway projects during the first year of the biennium budget, all of the
eligible STP-Urban projects for the Eau Claire Urbanized Area are listed and prioritized
in the first year of the biennial budget cycle, but may be implemented during either of
the biennial program years. The prioritization shown was conducted prior to the
adoption of this 2010-2014 TIP, and will be more reaffirmed in the adoption process for
next year’s document.

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VI. ENVIRONMENTAL JUSTICE CONSIDERATIONS

The Chippewa-Eau Claire MPO, in cooperation with the Eau Claire Transit (ECT)
System, have worked to enhance analytical capabilities to ensure that the long-range
transportation plan and the Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) comply with
Title VI and address environmental justice. The MPO has identified and mapped
employment centers, education and job training centers, and day care sites in relation to
fixed route transit service. The 2000 U.S. Census Transportation Planning Package
(CTPP) has enabled the MPO to identify the location of populations by Transportation
Analysis Zone within the urban area and to compare them with identified transit service
and the proposed highway projects included in the TIP.

Maps 1, 2, 3 and 4 depict the location of the ECT bus routes and the proposed highway
and bicycle/pedestrian projects in relationship to identified minority and low income
populations within the urban area. Similar comparisons have been developed for urban
elderly and disabled populations in the Long Range Transportation Plan update 2000-
2030.

Based on the analysis of the data available, the transportation projects and services
included in this TIP do not impose disproportionately high and adverse impacts on
minority or low income populations. Furthermore, the benefits of the transportation
improvements and services are reasonably distributed to serve the needs of all
populations in the area.

In 2009, a Title VI Non-Discrimination Agreement between WisDOT and WCWRPC, as
the MPO for the Chippewa-Eau Claire MPO and the Federal Transit Administration, was
signed. The agreement identifies a Title VI Coordinator at the MPO, and that, as a sub-
recipient of FTA funds, the MPO assures compliance with Title VI requirements in any
and all contracting practices, regardless of federal funding participation. A copy of the
agreement can be found in Appendix 3 of this document.

1. The meeting was called to order at approximately 10:35 a.m.

2. Welcomes and introductions were made.

3. The minutes of the May 6, 2009 meeting were approved with a motion by Mr. Smith, seconded by Mr.
Abboud.

4. Ms. Schell called the committee’s attention to the TIP 2009-2013 amendment, included in the packet.
She stated that the Chippewa Falls project on Bridge Street, from Spring to Willow streets, had been
designated as a recipient of Stage 3 ARRA funds, but needed to appear in the TIP before final
approval for funding. She noted that the proposed amendment had been through the required public
review process and that no comments had been received. Mr. Amundson moved to recommend
approval of the TIP amendment, seconded by Mr. Golat. The motion passed unanimously.

Some discussion concerning the confused nature of the ARRA funding process. Mr. Amundson
expressed concern that the Bridge Street project was not the next ranked project in the MPO’s
prioritization. Ms. Schell noted that the MPQ's prioritization was a consideration in the project
selection by a WisDOT committee, but that the MPO did not make the final project selections. Mr.
Golat noted that the entire process had been confusing and that he had decided not to submit
projects based on early communications that project had to be ready to go. Several members noted
that the process happened too quickly and that nobody involved was clear on the how it would all
work. Recipients were congratulated.

5. Ms. Schell distributed a list of the submitted STP-Urban projects, along with five selection options.
She described the options which first used different funding levels to fund either four or five projects,
and then considered the City of Eau Claire’s project priority (as three of their projects were in the top
four, but not in their priority order), and then distributing some of the funds to a lower ranked project
in an attempt to spread the funds around a bit more. She asked for input from the Committee. Mr.
Amundson noted that City of Eau Claire would like to withdraw two of their projects, Rudolph Road
and Hamilton Avenue. Mr. Rubenzer considered withdrawing the City of Chippewa Falls project, as
well, but decided to keep it in and use LRIP funds on a different project.

This left the project ranking as follows:

A motion to recommend these projects for STP-Urban funding was made by Mr. Golat and seconded
by Mr. Kern. The motion passed unanimously.

6. Ms. Schell called the Committee’s attention to the draft TIP 2010-2014, included in the packet, and
noted that the STP-Urban projects just recommended for funding would be added to Table 3. She
asked if there were any comments or corrections to the draft. Mr. Golat asked if Lake Avenue and
the East Loop Trail should show up in Table 3, as they’re construction was delayed until 2010. There
was some discussion concerning a projects appearance under the funding obligation year or the
construction year. It was decided to show them in the table as 2010 projects. Mr. Rubenzer noted
that the Alexander Street project listed in Table 1 was completed in 2009. Ms. Schell noted that the
discussion on page 9 about Chippewa County Human Services Department’s purchase of buses,
needed to be updated, as that department will not be providing that service any longer, and will not
be purchasing those buses. Mr. Golat noted that the SRTS project, listed on page 11, should
perhaps be $110,000, rather than $100,000, but that he would check, noting that it might not include
the education portion of the grant, which might be under a separate grant agreement. Ms. Schell
noted that the education-related dollars should be included in the TIP.

A motion was made by Mr. Amundson, seconded by Mr. Golat, to recommend approval of the 2010-
2014 TIP, with the noted additions and corrections. The motion passed unanimously,

7. Ms. Schell called the committee’s attention to Exhibit B (page 16) in the draft 2010 Urban Work
Program. She explained that, while the budget is not yet final, the best projection at this point shows
the work program based on the same budget total as previous years. However, it has been
suggested that WisDOT might not have the same level of matching funds to contribute toward the
program. Exhibit B shows WisDOT and local funding matching, 10 percent each, for about $100,000
of the federal funding, but with the local funding picking up the entire 20% match for the remaining
federal portion of about $9,500.

Ms. Schell reviewed the work elements, noting that the revalidation of the Long Range Plan by
October of 2010, was a key item in the work program. She asked if there were any other projects
that could be specified at this time for inclusion in the work program. There were none noted. Mr.
Golat moved to recommend approval of the 2010 work program. The motion was seconded by Mr.
Smith and passed unanimously.

8. There was no other business.

9. The next meeting is tentatively scheduled for January 13th, at 1:30 p.m.

The meeting was called to order by Mr. Kranig at approximately 7:30 p.m.
Introductions were made.

The minutes of the June 17, 2009 meeting were approved as presented. Motion by Mr. Hoffman,
seconded by Ms. Kincaid; motion carried.

Minutes of the September 16™ TAC meeting were accepted as provided, for information only.

Nominations were opened for the office of MPO Council Chairperson. Mr. Meyer nominated Mr.
Kranig for the office, seconded by Ms. Kincaid. Nominations were closed and a unanimous ballot
was cast, electing Mr. Kranig to another term as Chairperson of the Chippewa-Eau Claire MPO
Council.

Nominations were opened for the office of MPO Council Vice Chairperson. Ms. Kincaid
nominated Mr. Dunning for the office of Vice Chairperson, seconded by Mr. Hoffman.
Nominations were closed and a unanimous ballot was cast electing Mr. Dunning as Vice
Chairperson of the Chippewa-Eau Claire MPO Council.

Mr. Kranig asked Ms. Schell to address the amendment to the 2009-2013 Transportation
Improvement Program (TIP). Ms. Schell explained that, because this amendment was necessary
in order to include the City of Chippewa Falls Bridge Street project which had been selected to
receive ARRA funding. The project includes the mill and overlay on Bridge Street, from Spring
Street to Willow Street. Engineering is scheduled for 2009, at approximately $5,000, and
construction is scheduled for 2010, at a cost of approximately $221,000. Mr. Hoffman added that
this segment underwent a similar treatment approximately 18 years ago, and is in pretty rough
condition at this point. Mr. Abboud added that the project was selected by WisDOT ahead of
some other projects had been ranked higher by the MPO, due to some new FHWA selection
criteria which came to light in the Stage 3 selection. Under the criteria, economically
disadvantaged counties’ projects received a higher ranking than projects in counties that were not
deemed as economically disadvantaged. He noted that “economically disadvantaged” status was
linked to unemployment rates at the time of the ranking.

Ms. Schell noted that the amendment has undergone proper advertisement and public review
period and that no comments were received. Ms. Kincaid moved that the TIP amendment be
approved as presented (Resolution 09-2). The motion was seconded by Mr. Meyer, and passed
unanimously.

Ms. Schell informed the Council that in Stages 2 and 3 of WisDOT’s ARRA selection process, the
urbanized area had received funding for three highway projects: the Bridge Street project just
amended to the TIP, reconstruction of First Avenue, Miller to Kurth, also in the City of Chippewa
Falls, and pavement replacement on CTH X, from CTH J to CTH K, in Chippewa County. There
were also some transit capital projects received, including 4 replacement buses for Eau Claire
Transit, and 4 replacement vehicles for Chippewa Falls Shared Ride Taxi. She also informed the
Council that the Governor had very recently submitted an application for approximately $600
million in ARRA funding through the Federal Rail Administration (FRA), to fund needed upgrades
on the tracks from Milwaukee to Madison. Also included in that request is the study of the
corridor alternatives between Madison and the Twin Cities, one through LaCrosse, and one
through Eau Claire. Discussion ensued on the merits of the route alternatives, including a third
route through Rochester, Minnesota. The route along the Union Pacific line through Eau Claire is
apparently much closer to a condition to handle the desired 110 mile per hour speeds of the high
speed rail proposal. Also, three college campuses would be served. WisDOT is currently
working on some preliminary analysis of the two routes. It is expected that environmental studies
and preliminary engineering could be completed in a 3-5 year timeframe, with construction
beginning in 5 or 6 years, under a best-case scenario.

Ms. Schell called the Council’s attention to the table that was included in the meeting packet
showing the projects submitted and ranked for STP-Urban funding. She noted that the column
labeled “Preliminary Ranking” displayed the projects as ranked using a funding availability ration,
which compared the funded requested for each project against a paper balance for each
jurisdiction. The TAC then reviewed the projects and discussed their value to the urbanized area,
and suitability for funding, resulting in the ranking shown in the column labeled “TAC rank”. The
first three projects were able to funded at 80%, and a fourth at just under 80%, with the
anticipated allocation of $1,131,186 for the 2014-2015 biennium. The TAC recommended the
following projects, in rank order:

A motion was made by Mr. Meyer, seconded by Mr. Hoffman, to approve the STP-U project
ranking as presented. The motion passed unanimously.

Ms. Schell reviewed the components for the 2010-2014 TIP with the committee. There was some
discussion regarding a WisDOT project on 1-94 bridges at CTH C and CTH E. Mr. Abboud
explained that the project would replace and widen the structures for potential future lane
expansion on 1-94. Ms. Schell addressed some changes in the listing of transit projects,
requested by FTA, which would not list any transit capital projects until they were selected for
funding. This would typically mean that no capital projects appearing in the TIP at the time of
adoption, and would require an amendment in January when WisDOT staff informs the MPO of
selected capital projects. Since this new procedure was just discussed at an MPO Directors
meeting on October 6", this is not yet reflected in the draft TIP.

A motion was made by Mr. Dunning, seconded by Mr. Meyer, to approve the 2010-2014 TIP for
the Eau Claire Urbanized Area (Resolution 09-3). The motion passed unanimously.

Ms. Schell briefly described the work elements included in the Urban Transportation Planning
Work Program for the Eau Claire Urbanized Area — 2010. She noted that the elements were the



same as previous years, but that the tasks under them change somewhat from year to year.
Short-range planning (100) is generally left open to address requests that come up from urban
area municipalities during the year. Long range planning (200) is an important element in 2010,
as the minor update of our long range transportation plan is due in October of 2010. That will be
a major focus for the year. The element for the development and typically numerous
amendments to the TIP (300) is self-explanatory, as is program administration (400). Ms. Schell
directed the Council to the funding table, Exhibit B, on page 17 of the draft. She explained that
WisDOT would not have the ability to match the federal dollars to previous years’ levels.
Therefore, the usual 80/10/10 cost shares will apply to most of the federal funding, but that a
small portion will need to be matched, at 80/20, by the local share, in order to maintain the same
funding level of last year and many years previous. Ms. Schell also noted the Title VI agreement,
not included in previous TIPs, but in this one at the request of WisDOT.

Mr. Meyer moved to approve the Urban Transportation Planning Work Program for the Eau Claire
Urbanized Area — 2010 (Resolution 09-4). The motion was seconded by Mr. Dunning and
passed unanimously.

11. There was no other business.

12. The next meeting was tentatively scheduled for February 3, 2010.

13. The meeting was adjourned at approximately 8:35 p.m.
